And by doing
so, they have made citizenship easier to those Hungarians who live outside of Hungary!
In our village, more than 100 of us together have become Hungarian citizens once
again. We now have dual citizenship.

And this has brought peace into our hearts. Because now we belong somewhere.
Although physical borders separate us, we are strongly attached to Hungary, in spirit.

Just as we feel attached to you now as well! Because there is only one thing that can
erase all these beautiful things from one's heart: the eternal peace, the passing. But if
we are lucky, we still have a lot of time till then.

It's not easy to be a minister in Transylvania or anywhere else either. We are community
leaders at the same time, and this comes with great responsibility.

But it is also a blessing: because you know that you live and you work to make other
people's lives better, and more meaningful. And this brings stiliness into your heart. The
silence that you can hear right now.

This silence is peace itself...
